COURSE INFORMATION & COMMITMENTS 
 
Ribas Associates and Publications, Inc. have been awarded the contract for the 
Differentiated Instruction course. The course is available through Fitchburg State 
College/Educator (FSC) Programs and allows students to become a part of the 
FSC Extended Campus. The Extended Campus provides participants with on 
campus and online resources, including a personal email account.  
 
The course is designed to be a three-credit, graduate level course, and is offered 
at no cost to participants. Upon course completion, participants will receive 67.5 
PDP’s, and will have the option to purchase graduate credit at a discounted rate 
through FSC. 
 
The Differentiated Instruction course is a fifteen week course designed to 
improve the ability of educators to create and implement curriculum, instruction, 
and assessments that encourage the inclusion of all students. The course will 
provide educators with competencies that enable them to address different 
learning styles, and will provide them with techniques, strategies and 
interventions for diverse student populations.  
 
It also provides the opportunity to participate in rigorous pedagogical study and a 
supportive online professional community.   
 
As a three credit graduate level course, participants are expected to dedicate 
between 4-7 hours per week to complete course work and interact online with 
other course participants and professors.   
 
Individuals who complete both courses may have the opportunity to participate in 
a summer leadership seminar.
