Governance

Districts declared as “Co-Governance
Districts” based on the following:

(a) a fact-finding review concludes that the
district requires stronger intervention

(b) one or more Level 4 schools fails to
meet progress benchmarks in the
Intervention Plan

(c) district is unable to present an
acceptable Intervention Plan and/or meet
the progress benchmarks J
