The local school district receiving McKinney-Vento funds agrees to:

1) abide by the Every Student Succeeds Act of 2015 Title IX Part A;

2) attend grantee meetings twice a year; and 

3) [bookmark: _GoBack]provide an end-of-year report.

The local school district, (if) receiving funds for Support Services (sub-category A) agrees to convene a local Homeless Education Services Coordination Committee or actively participate in an established local committee/council designed to assess the needs and assist in the provision of services to the homeless student population in the district.

The local school district, (if) receiving funds for School-Housing Partnership (sub-category B) agrees to establish a partnership with an established homeless/housing service provider to re-house and stabilize homeless families with school age children or unaccompanied homeless youth.

The local school district, (if) receiving funds for Regional Homeless Education Liaisons (sub-category C) agrees to make the homeless education liaison available on average 8 to 10 hours per week to fulfill the responsibilities of the regional liaison.
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
