Applicable to Both Grants: 

1. Could you clarify whether we would be eligible for this grant as a 7-12 school district? I am not familiar with the MBTA Communities Act.
Any Massachusetts Local Education Agencies (districts, charter schools, and Collaboratives) is eligible to apply. The grantee must be able to certify that it will comply with the Massachusetts General Laws, including G.L. c. 40A, § 3A, the MBTA Communities Act. Compliance with the MBTA Communities Act is determined by the Executive Office of Housing and Livable Communities.

2. Can museums apply for this?
No, only Massachusetts Local Education Agencies (districts, charter schools, and Collaboratives) are eligible to apply.


FY26 Civics Teaching and Learning Grant (FC0589):

FY26 Genocide Education Grant (FC0215): 
1. Can proposals be submitted that include grant activities centered on elementary students/educators in a district?
Yes. Proposals may include activities that support elementary educators or students as long as these activities are connected to a district’s broader plan to strengthen genocide education for secondary students. LEAs should clearly explain how the elementary activities fit in the larger plans for implementation in their proposals.
