Department Findings: 
[bookmark: DeptCPRFindings_0]A review of documents and interviews indicated that physical education is not taught as a required subject for all students in grades 9-12, as required by M.G.L. c. 71, s. 3. Specifically, such students are only required to take two physical education courses throughout high school.

Description of Root Cause Analysis:
[bookmark: DescCorrAction_0]Following a root cause analysis, we identified that although many students do meet the physical education (PE) requirement each year, it has not been explicitly required or tracked at Groton Dunstable Regional High School (GDRHS).

To correct the non-compliance, the district will implement the following action plan: 

· Plan and build the schedule for 2027-2028 in a way that allows all students to meet the PE requirement each year
· Offer additional PE options starting with the 2026-2027 school year so all students meet the requirements of M.G.L. c. 71, s. 3.  
· Revise the tracking system guidance counselors use to track students’ meeting of graduation requirements to include PE for four years. Guidance counselors will begin using new tracking system at the start of the 2026-2027 school year.
· Revise Program of Studies to include the requirement that students meet the PE requirement each year.
· Revise School Committee Policy IKF to add 1.0 credit of PE (two term classes) for a total of 2.0 credits in four years are required for graduation; specifically, PE is required annually for four years.

· Updated GDRSD School Committee Policy IKF reflecting graduation requirements documenting physical education as a mandatory for all grade levels

· Notifications to students and parents/caregivers reflecting the updated annual high school requirement of physical education as mandatory for all grade levels

Description of Internal Monitoring Procedures: 
[bookmark: DescIntMonProc_0]Guidance counselors at GDRHS routinely monitor student progress toward meeting graduation requirements. For all students in grades 9, 10, 11 and 12, the guidance counselors will use the updated tracking documents with PE as an annual requirement. In collaboration with the high school guidance counselors, the high school principal will annually ensure and confirm all students meet the annual PE requirement.
