1.  Information from the Eye Doctor (see Appendix B, Form A, B, & C) TC "Information from the Eye Doctor" \f C \l "2" 
1.1 Purpose  

The student’s ophthalmologist or optometrist communicates accurate, up-to-date visual medical information that is vital to the successful evaluation of a student with visual impairment.  

There are three sample forms to be completed in this section (see Appendix B):

· Parent/Guardian Authorization (Form A);

· School request for medical information TC "School request for medical information" \f C \l "3"  (Form B);

· Eye report TC "Sample eye report" \f C \l "3"  to be completed by the eye care specialist (Form C).
